The ani mal s nmust be acconpanied by a U S. Origin Health Certificate issued by
a veterinarian authorized by the U S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) and
endorsed by a Veterinary Services (VS) veterinarian. The certificate shal
contain the name and address of both the consignor and consi gnee and conpl ete
identification of the animals to be exported. Additional information shal

i ncl ude:

CERTI FI CATI ON STATEMENTS

1. The animals are free of clinical evidence of communi cabl e di seases and
exposure thereto.

2. The sheep have not been affected with or exposed to scrapie, or
originated from or have been on, any prenises which were infected or
source flock prem ses. The aninmals are not the progeny of, nor related
to any animal found to be affected with scrapie, nor were nmoved froma
prem ses located in an area quarantined for scrapie.

EVMBARKATI ON CERTI FI CATI ON
At the port of enbarkation, a VS port veterinarian shall attach to the U S

Oigin Health Certificate, the Certificate of Inspection of Export Animals (VS
Form 17-37) showi ng:

1. The nane and address of the consignor

2. The nane and address of the consignee.

3. The nunber and species of animals to be shipped.

4. A statenent that the aninals have been given a careful veterinary

i nspection at the port of enbarkation and found free from evi dence of
conmuni cabl e di sease and exposure thereto within 24 hours of
exportation.
