When satisfactory blood test is confirmed, submit
animal for confirmation of microchip number,
rabies certificate, and lab results to accredited
veterinarian who will issue PET Scheme
Certificate.

(*Certificate will be valid 6 months after blood
sample was drawn and remains valid as long as
rabies vaccination is kept current.)
