Tuberculosis Framework Inquiry

· Do stakeholders support the approach that APHIS proposes with respect to test and removal?  If not, what alternatives do stakeholders suggest? 
· Surveillance of wildlife where TB–affected herds have been identified.


· How would these activities be funded? (Costs of sample collection (if applicable) and diagnostic testing of samples.)


· Implementation of test-and-remove management plans in beef herds and options for marketing calf crops. 


· Are there any circumstances in which stakeholders would support the use of these plans in beef herds?

· Are there any additional factors that APHIS should consider when determining whether to implement a test and removal plan or herd depopulation in a beef herd?

· What options do stakeholders think should be available for mitigating risk of disease transmission while allowing for continuity of operation in the herd if a test and removal plan is used?


· The issue of indemnity in the context of the TB/Brucellosis framework and the proposed rule.

· Do stakeholders have specific comments or recommendations concerning the indemnity element as described in the draft framework? (APHIS is specifically looking for comments on the use of a “calculator” to valuate animals and the need for an appeal process.)
