[bookmark: _Hlk529971614]DEATH
[bookmark: _Hlk529971699]means the irreversible permanent loss of all vital functions brain activity demonstrable by the loss of brain stem reflexes. This may be confirmed through a combination of criteria such as dilated pupil and absence of corneal reflex, cardiac activity and breathing.
Comment: Will the definition of killing remain in the glossary? It is in the current chapter, but links to the definition of death. If killing remains, its definition needs to no longer link to the definition of death, which is proposed to be deleted.
PAIN
means an unpleasant sensory and emotional experience associated with actual or potential tissue damage. It may elicit protective actions, result in learned avoidance and distress and may modify species-specific traits of behaviour, including social behaviour.
RATIONALE: Requiring association with “actual or potential tissue damage” is unnecessarily limiting and would exclude other types of pain. Consider deleting the definition of pain entirely, for the same reason that the definition of death is being proposed to be deleted: the definition “is similar to that of a Dictionary definition.”
SLAUGHTER
means any killing procedure that causes the death of an animal by bleeding of an animals primarily for human consumption. 
RATIONALE: Change requested to allow for both human and animal consumption purposes.

SUFFERING
means an unpleasant, undesired physical or mental state of being that is the outcome of the impact on an animal of noxious negative stimuli and/or the absence of important essential positive stimuli. It is the opposite of good welfare.
RATIONALE: Suggest deleting the definition of suffering entirely, for the same reason that the definition of death is being proposed to be deleted: the definition “is similar to that of a Dictionary definition.”

Additionally, the following term from the Glossary was not distributed for comment; however the United States of America would like to offer these comment of consideration by the OIE:

DISINFECTION 
means the application, after thorough cleansing, of procedures intended to destroy the infectious or parasitic agents of animal diseases, including zoonoses; this applies to premises, vehicles and different objects which may have been directly or indirectly contaminated.

RATIONALE: The proposed revision allows fallowing to be included as a disinfection method, which is supported by evidence from virus survival studies and demonstrated to be effective during our avian influenza and Newcastle disease eradication programs. 
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
