A standardized, ongoing process for
conducting evaluations of the goals and
strategies of animal disease programs within
Veterinary Services.
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What do we gain from

» Regularly reevaluate the goals and strategies used in animal
disease programs based on available resources and other
animal health priorities

» Continually and strategically realign our programs and
services with the changing needs of agriculture and global

animal health

» Allow VS to better evaluate our performance and actively
