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Abstract

Survey data was collected in January 1992 to pick up data on death losses of
cattle and calves from all causes. This report provides a detailed breakdown
of the death losses by class and size group.
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1991 Cattle and Calves Death Losses Total 4.37 Million Head

A total of 4.37 million head of cattle and calves were lost from all causes
during 1991 in the United States. This report provides class and size group
breakdowns of these losses. Beef cattle operations accounted for 37.2 percent
of the total cattle death losses during 1991. This includes death losses from
all causes except predators. Other operations, which include primarily
feedlots and/or yearling operations, lost 477,800 head, or 30.5 percent of the
total. Twenty eight percent of the cattle losses, excluding predators, were
attributed to dairy cattle operations.

Beef calves also accounted for the largest share of the total losses to calves
less than 500 pounds with 42.4 percent of the total death losses, excluding
predators. Dairy calves accounted for 35.7 percent while other calves were
15.8 percent of the total.

Digestive, respiratory and calving complications accounted for most of the
causes of losses to cattle across all classes. The most predominant losses to
calves across all classes came from digestive and respiratory problems.

This report is released as a cooperative effort between the National
Agricultural Statistics Service and the National Animal Health Monitoring
System of the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service. Both agencies are
part of the U.S. Department of Agriculture. This is the second release of 1991
death loss data and includes a further breakdown of data from the first release
by class and size group.

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Reliability of Cattle and Calf Death Loss Estimates

Survey Procedures: A random sample of U.S. producers was surveyed to provide

data for these estimates. Survey procedures ensured that
all cattle producers, regardless of size, had a chance to be included in the
survey to collect death loss by cause. Large producers were sampled more
heavily than small operations. Data were collected from about 77,000 operators
during the first half of January by mail, telephone, and face-to-face personal
interviews. Regardless of when operators responded, they were asked to report
death Tosses for cattle and calves for the 1991 calendar year.

Based on the original data collected during January, a report titled Cattle and
Calves Death Loss was issued in May 1992. This report contained data for death
loss by cause including predator losses and losses from other causes. These
estimates were on a State and Regional level.

Data in the above mentioned report as well as an additional summary from the
original data provided data for this report. The original data was
resummarized to break the losses out by class and size group. The classes
included beef cattle, dairy cattle, mixed and other cattle operations. These
classes are further defined in the following terms and definitions section.
Size groups included 1-49 head, 50-99 head and 100+ head for beef cattle and
1-29 head, 30-49 head, 50-99 head and 100+ head for dairy cattle. No size
group breakdowns are included for other or mixed operations.

Estimating Procedures: These estimates of total death losses and death Toss

by cause were prepared by the Livestock, Dairy and
Poultry Branch, NASS. Total cattle and calf death losses from all causes were
published in the 1991 Meat Animals Production, Disposition, and Income report,
released April 13, 1992. Breakdowns by cause of loss and value of loss were
published in the Cattle and Calves Death Loss report issued in May 1992. Class
estimates for this report were compiled by using the unexpanded percent each
class was of the total loss by cause. This percent was then applied to the
total death loss published in the May 1992 report. Once the beef and dairy
totals were derived, the same procedure was used to estimate size groups within
each of these two classes. All published loss estimates were rounded to the
nearest 100 head. State estimates of less than 100 head are not published, but
are included in U.S. totals. Throughout the report, a blank entry indicates
that some deaths were reported for that category but the number is less than
50 head. A zero indicates no deaths were reported for that category. This
does not imply that there were no deaths, simply that none were reported for
this survey. The sample used for this report was not specifically selected to
derive the breakdowns within. However, the estimates in this report should be
a good indication of where the death losses occur and which classes and/or size
groups are most impacted from the various death loss causes. States were
combined into regions when sampling variability did not permit individual State
data to be released.
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Reliability: Since all cattie operators are not included in the sample, survey

estimates are subject to sampling variability. Survey results
are also subject to non-sampling errors such as omissions, duplications, and
mistakes in reporting, recording, and processing the data. The effects of these
non-sampling errors cannot be measured directly. They are minimized through
rigid quality controls in the data collection process and through a careful
review of all reported data for consistency and reasonableness.

Terms and Definitions:

Beef

Cattle: On individual questionnaires, if beef cows were greater
than milk cows and milk cows were less than 5 head, the
operation was classified in this report as a beef cattle
operation.

Cattle: Includes all cows, bulls, steers, and heifers weighing
over 500 pounds. This includes beef and milk breeds as
well as cattle on feed.

Calves: Beef and milk breed steers, heifers, and bulls weighing
less than 500 pounds.

Dairy

Cattle: On individual questionnaires, if milk cows were greater
than beef cows and beef cows were less than 5 head, the
operation was classified in this report as a dairy cattle
operation.

Mixed: On individual questionnaires, if beef cows were greater
than 5 head and milk cows were greater than 5 head, the
operation was classified in this report as a mixed
operation.

Other: On individual questionnaires, if an operation did not
meet the criteria for a beef cattle, dairy cattle, or
mixed operation, the operation was classified in this
report as other.
