The two tractor-trailer drivers, employees of the 
registrant, were also cited for "no pretrip inspection-inadequate pre-trip insp. failed to notice disconnected brake push rods on semi 
trailer". On 8/14/06, the MA State Police Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Section placed the trailer unit under an "Out of Service" 
order which meant that the trailer unit could not be operated until repairs were made to the cited items. The animal cargo space of 
primary conveyances must be maintained in a manner that protects the health and well-being of the animals transported therein.
