Dear Mr. El-Lissy and Ms. Whitfield: 

On April 9~ 2008 we subluitted the attached request under the Freedon1 of Infonnation Act 
for docun1ents related to your Light Brown Apple Moth eradication progran1. and asked you to 
waive reproduction costs. To date we have received no response to our request for a waiver of 
copying fees, and no documents. Please transmit the requested documents and waive all 
reproduction fees that n1ight otherwise apply. We are entitled to a waiver of any such fees under 
your FOIA regulations, as we explain below. 

This request for a fee waiver is made pursuant to 7 C.F.R. Part 1 ~ Appendix A, section 
6( a)( 1), on behalf of two non-profit environmental organizations, the North Coast Rivers 
Alliance C"NCRA ~~) and CLEAR Center of Health C"CCH~~)~ in conneption \\lith their .FOIA 
request of April 9~ 2008. Our FOIA request seeks disclosure of the United States Department of 
Agriculture, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service ("APHIS'~)' s records related to the 
Light Brown Apple Moth in California. A fee waiver in this case is appropriate because, as 
discussed in detail below, the disclosure of the requested infom1ation is in the public interest as 
it is likely to contribute signiiicantly to public understanding of the operations or activities of the 
government and is not made for any commercial purpose, as neither N eRA nor CCH has any 
c0J11n1ercial interest. 

First, the subject matter of the requested records specifically concerns APHIS ~ s operations. 
APHIS applied to the US Envirorunental Protection Agency for an exelnption from con1pliance 
with the quarantine requirement under Section 18 of the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and 
Rodenticide Act ("FIFRA~') (7 U.S.C. § 136p) for the aerial and ground applications of Disrupt 
Micro-flake LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate tRAM-F. APHIS received this Grant 
fron1 EPA once it concluded that Disrupt Micro-Hake LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate 
LBAM-F (and their inert ingredients) were acceptable for use on food conl1nodities~ and did not 
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expect their use to pose risks to the public or the environment. As provided in the requesters ~ 
April 8, 2008 FOIA Request'\ requesters seek records prepared or received by APHIS that related 
to the Light Brown Apple Moth's discovery and observation, its actual or projected dan1age to 
crops, and APHIS~ plans for its control or eradication. This infom1ation would be directly 
related to APHIS ~ decision to seek to the FIFRA exemption. Thus, the records sought 
specifically concern an identifiable operation or activity of the governn1ent. 

Second~ the releasable I11aterial has informative value because it is likeIv to contribute to an 
understanding of govemnlent activities. The requested inforn1ation seeks to shed light on 
APHIS' reasoning for seeking an exe111ption froln FIFRA for the use of Disrupt Micro-flake 
LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM-F. Such infom1ation is not currently available 
to the public. The records would deITIOnstrate the extent to which the evidence available to 
APHIS supported its conclusion that the Disrupt Micro-flake LBAM Mating Disruption and 
CheckMate LBAM-F required an exemption from FIFRA ~s quarantine requirenlent. Thus. 
because the requested records directly address how and for what reasons APHIS arrived at its 
decision, the releasable material is meaningfully informative in relation to its request for the 
Grant issued by EPA. 

Third~ the documents would contribute to the understanding of the public at large. The 
APHIS application sought to allow the aerial and ground application of Disrupt Micro-flake 
LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM-F in the San Francisco Bay area without first 
complying with FIFRA~s quarantine requirement. This decision thus concenlS a large class of 
persons millions of residents in the areas likely to be affected by the spraying progralTI~ as \vell 
as those who consume agricultural products produced in the affected region. However. the 
requested infonnation has not been released to the public at large, despite the decision· s potential 
to impact the health and \velfare of the region ~ s residents, wildlife, and-ecosystems. As respected 
advocates for public and environmental health who supply the public with infomlation on such 
topics, requesters intend to convey information contained in the requested records to the 
interested public. Accordingly, the public would benefit from the release of information to the 
requesters, which demonstrates that government has or has not properly assessed these concenlS 
during its decision-making process~ before it granted the exemption to the quarantine 
requirement. 

Fourth, the disclosure would significantly contribute to public understanding of goven1n1ent 
operations or activities. The requesters are organizations based in the atTected San Francisco Bay 
area, and plan to synthesize the information gleaned from the records to educate the affected 
public about APHIS 'analysis of the possible risks posed by the Light Brown .A.pple Moth and the 
risks from application of Disrupt Micro-flake LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM­
F. The requested infonnation has not reached a threshold level of dissen1ination. as it is not 
publicly available. Disclosure of this lntonnation would therefore significantly enhance the 
pub]ic~s understanding of the governlnental process used in seeking the FIFRA exenlption. The 
requesters plan to disselTIinate educational infornlation about this subject through~ for instance~ 
the newsletter published by CLEAR Center of Health~ and its \vebsite. found at 
http://viww.clearcenterofhealth.com!clear_living/. Thus~ requesters~ cc.pacity and intent to 
dis~eminate the requested infonnation to the affected public weighs in lavor of granting a fee 
waIver. 

Fifth, the disclosure wi 11 not serve the requesters ~ '~comnlercial interests~ ~~ as they have 
none. The requesters are not-for-profit entities who do not seek profit in relation to the 
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dissemination of the disclosed docunlents~ nor in relation to the proposal to release Disrupt 
Micro-flake LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM-F. North Coast Rivers Alliance 
is an unincorporated association of residents of coastal N orthem Califomia~ ~!hose purpose is to 
protect Califomia~s North Coast rivers froln degradation. CLEAR Center ofHealth~s prinlary 
objective is guiding and educating patients, by helping thenl to beconle cOlnfortable with the 
science and therapies of integrated lnedicine. The requesters' lTIotivation in seeking the 
disclosure of the requested information is to educate the public regarding governnlcntal processes 
and the hUl11an and environnlental health risks associated with the use of Disrupt Micro-flake 
LBAM Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM-F. Thus, because the requesters seek this 
information for the benefit of the public, and not their own conl111ercial interests, the fee ,waiver 
should be granted. ' 

Sixth. the public interest in disclosing infonnation vital to educating the public about 
APHIS' processes in reaching its decision, and the consequent hUlnan and environlnental health 
risks associated with the decision, will outweigh the requesters' "commercial interests, ~~ as they 
have none. As explained above, the requesters do not have commercial interests in either the 
dissemination of records (nor information therein) nor in advancing orpreventing the use of 
Disrupt Micro-flake LBA:t\1 Mating Disruption and CheckMate LBAM-F. With no commercial 
interests at stake, this balance weighs in favor of the disclosure of the requested records. 

We 
will cooperate fully in assisting your reproduction of these requested materials. Thank you.
