Recommend permit be renewed to take 300 coots, 50 mallards, and 300 wigeons by shooting or trapping/euthanizing by carbon dioxide
inhalation or applications of Alpha Chloralose. Alpha Chloralose can only be administered by USDA/APHIS/WS personnel. Alpha Chloralose
ican only be used to remove coots or domesticated waterfowl. Permit conditions should also include an active hazing/harassment program to
deter coots from remaining on property.
