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Special Needs of Primates
With Research Restrictions

Primates in research need special attention when study protocols
restrict their activities.

PLANNING FOR CARE

Special attention will depend on what
activities are restricted and what
substitutions can be offered. The primates
on study may need, for example, an
alternate strategy for meeting social
needs or different forms of environmental
enrichment.

The most appropriate substitution will
depend on the scientifically justified need
for restriction and alternatives available to
promote psychological well-being for the
primates on the study. These factors will
vary from case to case.
