FMMI BI Status Report

FMMI users are now able to run the FMMI BI status report. The role required for this report is the BOBJ GL Reporter role.  Below are the procedures on how to run the report in FMMI:

1. Go to the following path in FMMI: General Ledger Management > BOBJ General Ledger Management Report > Business Intelligence Dashboard. Click on the link:

2. The Business Intelligence Dashboard will display. If you receive a Query Result Error, click OK. Click on BI O&M:
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3. [bookmark: _GoBack]The BI Operation and Maintenance Status will be displayed. The module will be loaded when the status indicates “Successfully Completed.” If the status shows “Active” or “Completed with Error”, then the reports are still loading and users should refrain from pulling the reports. Please note that for the ULO Detail and GL Spending Detail reports, there is also a system assurance status. The system assurance must show “Successfully Completed” before the data is loaded into the ULO Detail and GL Spending Detail reports.

Cash Balance Statement Report
This Cash Balance Statement Report will provide summary information on the status of actual and
projected cash within Suspense/Deposit Funds, Trust Funds, Revolving Funds, Receipt Funds, and
Reimbursable Funds at the Allotment Organization level. Data is identified by Fiscal Year,
Division/Allotment Organization, Treasury Symbol, and Fund. Data is further identified by Reporting
Category (Funded Program) and Organization (Fund Center) within each program

Eamed Revenue Report
This Eamed Revenue Report wil display revenue activity for Timber Sales Accounting System (TSA) on
amonthly and year-to-date basis. This is a non-cumulative report, which means all periods to be
included in the report must be specified. Eg. 1,2,3,4 = YTD.

Status of Suspense and Deposit Funds Report
The Spending Detail Report provide a detailed analysis on General Ledger data for spending activity by
Budget Period, Fiscal Period, Funded Program, Fund, Vendor, Document Type, Reference Obligating
Document Number, and FMMI Document Number.

Budget Dashboard
The Budget Dashboard provides a summary view of the total budget and actuals across the fiscal years,
fiscal Periods and budget periods for every program area. It also shows the distribution of spending to
better identify any potential problem areas and aid in decision making.

Einance Dashboard
The Financial Management Dashboard provides specific transparency into the Budget Execution for FAS
when for appropriated funds and reimbursable activity. It will allow users to view the entire federal
financial fund accounting flow/lifecycle across the fiscal years, Fiscal Periods and Budget Periods for
every program area. It also provides a method for managing reimbursables through the entire
reimbursable agreement lifecycle as well as execution. This will include ability to review Eamings,
Billings and Collections at a glance at any specific time period.
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Budget Fund Review Report
The Budget Funds Review report provides the comparison of spending to Budget by
program areas and budget activities. This report will extrapolate data from both GL and FM
tables in an automated fashion and combine them to provide users a more complete
picture of the budget, eliminating the need for manual manipulation and provides a
snapshot of spending vs. budget at any given time period. This will be beneficial to adjust
current budget and help for upcoming year forecasting

Open Accruals
The Open Accruals report will provide all the open accrual type documents. The report is
required to help manage accruals and identify documents meant for reversal but have not
reversed

Object Class by Funded Program
This report will provide available balances, commitment amounts and obligated amounts at
the Funded Program Level. The report will display the Budget Authority, Cumulative
Commitments, Current Month Spending, and Available Authority by the budget object
class (BOC) level

Business Intelligence Dashboard
The Business Intelligence Dashboard serves as an entry point to FMMI Business
Intelligence processes and controls. Currently, Business Intelligence Dashboard displays
the results of the System Assurance processes, status of the process chain execution and
Bl report usage statistics. The Dashboard has the abilty to jump to a document level detail
report from the aggregated system assurance results.
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
