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Liquid Methyl Eugenol and CueLure


A.	SCOPE OF WORK

Definite delivery of two different liquids:

	1) Methyl Eugenol (ME)
	2) CueLure (Cue)


B.  	BACKGROUND AND GENERAL INFORMATION: 
 
Fruit flies, in particular Mediterranean (Medfly),Mexican (Mexfly), oriental and melon (Bactrocera) fruit flies are some of the most serious exotic plant pests threatening United States (U.S.) Agriculture.  The cost of infestations to the US Department of Agriculture (USDA) and the citrus industry can exceed $33 million dollars per year.  If not eradicated or managed, the cost to live with these pests is estimated at $821 million or more per year.  

The USDA has an extensive monitoring system for exotic pests. The ME and Cue being sought will be used to capture certain species of exotic fruit flies of concern to U.S. agriculture.

C.	SPECIFICATIONS FOR LIQUID ME or 4-Allyl-1,2-Dimethoxybenzene

1) Must be pale yellow or colorless, pungent odor with an aroma of cloves and have a spicy taste. 

2) The purity level shall be no less than 98 percent, and the refractive index range shall by 1.5100 – 1.5329.

3) All lots must be uniform in composition.

D. 	Specifications for Liquid Cue or (4-[p-Acetoxyphenyl]-2-butanone)

1) Must be a white liquid at room temperature, with a mild, pleasant, fruity odor characteristic of the compound. 

2) All lots must be uniform in composition. 

3) Must have a refractive index not more than 1.5090, nor less than 1.5060, at 25° Celsius. 

4) 95% pure by gas chromatographic analysis.

E.	SAMPLING AND TESTING 

	1. The contractor must provide a Certificate of Analysis for each unique lot or batch for any product shipped. 

	 2.	General

As part of the USDA APHIS Quality Assurance Surveillance Program (QASP), the government may test any liquid lure procured through this contract.  For purposes of sampling, each product produced on the same calendar day during a single, continuous (i.e., uninterrupted) production run is defined as a batch/lot and the coded designation of a batch as the batch/lot number.  

	 3.	First Article Testing of Liquid ME or Cue

	a. The contractor may be requested to supply represented liquids from each batch/lot that will fulfill the contract agreement. If this testing is required the following must be sent:

F.	Serviceable Product Life

The government expects the dispenser to maintain its useful life conforming to contract specifications for 1 full year from the date of acceptance. Samples for inspection may be drawn from any portion of delivered product.  Analysis may be conducted by the Government or independent laboratory at APHIS’s choosing.  The Contracting Officer (CO) will provide written notification only upon disapproval of any product. 

The Contractor may be subject to the following if the product fails to meet all contract specifications for the 1-year term from the date of acceptance:

1. Re-sampling and testing of existing APHIS inventory from the same batch/lot numbers as the failed product.
2. Replacement of the product with new ME or Cue without additional cost to APHIS.  Acceptance is subject to inspection and acceptance testing by APHIS, written approval of the CO, and 1-year product guarantee from the date of acceptance of the replacement product. 
3. Equitable compensation to the Government equal to the value of the ME or Cue remaining in the APHIS inventory from the same batch/lot number delivered by the Contractor that failed the product quality tests.

G.	PACKAGING AND MARKING 

1.	MARKING DELIVERABLES 
The contract number shall be placed on or adjacent to all exterior mailing or shipping labels of deliverable items called for by the contract. 

2.	 PACKING FOR DOMESTIC SHIPMENT  
Material shall be packed for shipment in such a manner that will insure acceptance by common carriers and safe delivery at destination. Containers and closures shall comply with the Interstate Commerce Commission regulations, Uniform Freight Classification Rules, or regulations of other carriers as applicable to the mode of transportation. 
3.	PACKAGING 

CueLure must be:
· Packed in 15 gallon blue plastic containers..
ME must be:
· Packed in 15 gallon white plastic containers.

Each 15 gallon container must:
· Hold 100 lbs 
· Each container will have at least ¾” pipe thread, female inlet built into the top of the container to accommodate the insertion of a  shut-off valve and at least one 2" inlet to allow for air exchange also on the top.
· Have the following dimensions:

Each ME container must have: 
1. Content: Methyl Eugenol – Oriental Fruit Fly Attractant

Each Cue container must have:
2. Content: CueLure – Melon Fly Attractant

All characters will have a minimum height of 3/8 inch

Each shipment shall have a packaging slip identifying the contract number, item shipped, and quantity.  The packaging slip shall be enclosed in a weatherproof plastic pouch attached to the outside of the container
