
Specified Risk Material Certification 

The United Kingdom requires the below SRM certification to be included as the last 
pages of certificates for shipments of most animal by-products.  Exporters should have 
their importer confirm prior to shipment if this certificate is required. 

Special instructions: 

This certificate should be included as the last two pages of the export certificate.
See the general information under the European Community for more information 
on the initial pages of the export certificates. 
Line-outs:
A. For materials containing no specified risk materials (SRMs) or derivatives, 

items 3 and 4 must be lined-out prior to endorsement. 
B. For materials containing only ruminant origin ingredients imported from 

countries recognized by the EU as negligible risk for BSE, items 1 and 2 must 
be lined-out. 

C. For materials containing both ruminant origin ingredients from countries 
recognized by the EU as negligible risk for BSE, and SRM-free ruminant 
items from other countries, no items should be lined out. 

If the materials contain any ruminant origin ingredients imported from countries 
recognized by the EU as negligible risk for BSE, the country of origin for those 
ingredients must be specified on the dotted line that follows item 4.  The only 
countries that can be listed here are: Argentina, Australia, New Zealand, 
Singapore, and/or Uruguay.
