GLOSSARY
BIOSECURITY
means a set of management, behavioural and physical measures designed to reduce the likelihood risk of entry of pathogenic agents into a given population and the exposure of animals to these pathogenic agents introduction, establishment and spread of pathogenic agentsanimal diseases, infections or infestations in order to avoid their establishment and spread within and from and within an animal that population.
BIOSECURITY PLAN
means a plan document or series of documents that identifyies potential sources and pathways and factors for entry of pathogenic agents into a given population, and the exposure of animals and factors for the transmission of these pathogenic agents the introduction, establishment and spread of pathogenic agents disease in a zone or compartment, and describes the corresponding biosecurity measures to be implemented and the mechanisms to evaluate its performance and to update it which are being or will be applied to mitigate the disease risks, if applicable, in accordance with the recommendations in the Terrestrial Code.
SWILL
means food scraps or food waste, that contain or have been in contact with animal products, and which may be used as feed.
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
