
SANITARY REQUIREMENTS FOR IMPORTING PSITTACINE BIRDS (MACAWS) 
FROM THE UNITED STATES  

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

The official animal health authority of the exporting country shall certify that: 

1. The establishment, from which birds are imported, is previously approved by the Official
Animal Health Authority of the exporting country and authorized or recognized by
SENASAG of Bolivia. 

2. They come from holdings that have been inspected periodically by the Veterinarian of the
Official Animal Health Authority or by the Veterinarian Authorized, accredited or
approved by the Authority of the exporting country.

3. In the last sixty (60) days prior to the shipment of the birds, the Establishment of Origin
of birds within a radius of three (3) Km, must not be or have been in quarantine or
movement restriction.

4. Animals must be duly identified, with a permanent legible number according to the
requirements established for each species that allows tracing from their place of origin.

5. The indicated diagnostic tests have been carried out in accordance with the
recommendations of the World Organization for Animal Health (WOAH).

6. During quarantine in the country of Origin or provenance, they must receive two
treatments against external and internal parasites, with products authorized by the
competent authority, according to the type of ectoparasites or endoparasites prevalent in
the country or area of origin. The last treatment must be carried out eight (8) days before
shipment to Bolivia.

7. The Export of Birds to Bolivia has been subjected to a certified inspection by a
Veterinarian of the Official Service of the exporting Country at the point of exit from the
premise, indicating the absence of clinical signs of transmissible diseases, ectoparasites
and compliance with the requirements demanded by SENASAG and to a verification at
the point of exit from the country.



8. All quarantine in the country of origin must be carried out in Establishments authorized
by the Official Animal Health Authority of the exporting country.

9. During the quarantine time of the birds, these have been under observation by a
Veterinarian of the Official Animal Health Authority of the Exporting Country or by a
veterinarian authorized, accredited or approved by this authority.

10. Any adult bird that is imported has been born or has remained for at least six (6) months
in the zone of origin, without having presented clinical signs or a diagnosis compatible
with infectious diseases.

11. The boxes and packaging used to transport the birds must be of first use and not be
exposed to contamination with pathogenic organisms that affect the birds or have been
washed and disinfected prior to their shipment, conditions that must be certified by the
Animal Health Authority of the Exporting country, in the event that the packaging is
made of wood, it must comply with the phytosanitary requirements established in the
International Plant Protection Standards.

The certificates issued by the exporting country must be in Spanish, the translation of the 
Certificates must comply with the formalities established by SENASAG of Bolivia. 

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS 

Avian Influenza Requirements. 
The certification must state that: 

1. The birds come from a notifiable Avian Influenza-free country or zone due to the pathogenic
virus in which they have remained since birth.

2. Birds have not been vaccinated against Avian Influenza.

3. The birds were subjected, less than fourteen (14) days before shipment, to diagnostic tests
that demonstrated that they were free of viral infection compatible with Avian Influenza
(IDGA, ELISA or PCR).



Newcastle Disease Requirements 

The certification shall state that the birds have resulted negative to a hemagglutination 
inhibition test during the quarantine period. 

Requirements Related to Avian Chlamydiosis 

The certification shall state that the birds were under veterinary supervision during the forty-
five (45) days prior to shipment and during the quarantine period were subjected to a 
treatment against Avian Chlamydia in accordance with the provisions of the WOAH 
Terrestrial Animal Health Code. 

Requirements Related to Avian Cholera 

The certification must state that the birds come from establishments in which Avian Cholera 
has not occurred. 

Requirements Related to Avian Mycoplasmisis 
The certification must state that: 

1. The birds come from an holding that has not had cases of avian mycoplasmosis
(Mycoplasma gallisepticum) in the last 6 months.

2. The birds that are imported were quarantined for thirty (30) days prior to shipment and
were negative to two (2) diagnostic tests for the detection of Avian Mycoplasmosis
(Mycoplasma gallisepticum) carried out at the beginning and end of that period.

Requirements Related to West Nile Fever 

a) From hatching or for at least 30 days prior to shipment, the birds were kept in a facility
that has had no cases of West Nile Virus (WNV) in resident birds in the past 6 months,
or;

b) The birds were kept for at least 15 days prior to shipment in a vector-protected facility
where there were no cases of WNV in the past 6 months.
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REQUISITOS SANITARIO PARA IMPORTAR AVES 

PSITACIFORMES (PARABAS) PROCEDENTES DE LOS ESTADOS 

UNIDOS AMERICANOS 

REQUISITOS GENERALES 

La autoridad oficial de sanidad animal del pais exportador debera certificar que: 

1. El establecimiento, del cual se presenta importar aves este habilitado previamente

por la autoridad Oficial de Sanidad Animal del pais exportador y autorizado o

reconocido por el SENASAG de Bolivia.

2. Proceden de Explotaciones inspeccionados peri6dicamente por el Medico

Veterinario de la Autoridad Oficial de Sanidad Animal o por el Medico Veterinario

Autorizado, acreditado o aprobado por la Autoridad del pais Exportador.

3. En los ultimos sesenta (60) dias previos al embarque de las aves, el Establecimiento

de Origen de las mismas en un radio de tres (3) Km, no debe estar ni haber estado

en cuarentena o restricci6n de la movilizaci6n.

4. Los animales deben estar debidamente identificados, con un numero legible

permanente segun los requisites establecidos para cada especie que permita hacer

el rastreo desde su lugar de origen.

5. Se ha realizado las pruebas diagn6sticas indicadas de acuerdo a las

recomendaciones de la Organizaci6n Mundial de Sanidad Animal (OMSA).

6. Durante la cuarentena en el pais de Origen o procedencia, esas deberan recibir dos

tratamientos contra parasites externos e internos, con productos autorizados por la

autoridad competente, segun el tipo de ectoparasitos o endoparasitos prevalentes

en el pais o zona de origen. El ultimo tratamiento debe realizarse ocho (8) dias antes

del embarque hacia Bolivia.

7. La Exportaci6n de Aves con destine a Bolivia haya sido sometido a una inspecci6n

certificada por un Medico Veterinario del Servicio Oficial del Pais exportador en el

punto de salida del predio, en la que se indique la no presencia de signos clinicos

de enfermedades transmisibles, ectoparasitos y el cumplimiento de los requisites

exigidos por el SENASAG y a  una verificaci6n en el punto de salida del pais.

8. Toda cuarentena en el pais de origen debe realizarse en Establecimientos

habilitados por la Autoridad Oficial de Sanidad Animal del pais Exportador.

9. Durante el tiempo de cuarentena de las aves, estas hayan estado bajo observaci6n

de un Medico Veterinario de la Autoridad Oficial de Sanidad Animal del Pais

Exportador o por Medico Veterinario autorizado, acreditado o aprobado por esta

autoridad.
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10. Toda ave adulta que se lmporte haya nacido o permanecido como mi nimo seis (6)

meses en la zona de procedencia, sin haber presentado signos clfnicos o

diagnostico compatible con enfermedades infecciosas.

11. Las cajas y embalajes utilizados para transportar las aves deberan ser de primer

uso y no estar expuestas a contaminaci6n con organismos pat6genos que afecten

a las aves o, hayan sido lavado y desinfectado previamente al embarque de ellas,

condiciones que debera ser certificada por la Autoridad de Sanidad Animal del pai s

Exportador, en caso de que el embalaje sea de madera debera ajustarse a las

exigencias fitosanitarias establecidas en la Normativa Internacional de protecci6n

fitosanitaria.

Los certificados expedidos por el pai s Exportador deberan es tar en idioma espariol la 

traducci6n de los Certificados debera cumplir con las formalidades establecida por el 

SENASAG de Bolivia. 

REQUISITOS ESPECIFICOS 

Requisites relacionados con la Influenza Aviar. 

En la certificaci6n debera constar que: 

1. Las aves proceden de un pais o zona libre de Influenza Aviar de declaraci6n obligatoria

debido al virus pat6geno en el que han permanecido desde su nacimiento.

2. Las aves no han sido vacunadas contra Influenza Aviar.

3. Las aves fueron sometidas, menos de catorce (14) dias antes del embarque, a pruebas

de diagn6stico que demostraron que estaban libre de infecci6n viral compatible con la

Influenza Aviar (IDGA, ELISA o PCR).

Requisitos relacionados con la Enfermedad de Newcastle

En la certificaci6n debera constar que las aves han resultado negativas a una prueba

de inhibici6n de la hemoaglutinaci6n, durante el periodo de cuarentena.

Requisitos Relacionados con la Clamidiosis Aviar

En la certificaci6n debera constar que las aves permanecieron bajo supervIsIon

veterinaria durante los cuarenta y cinco (45) dias dias anterior al embarque y durante el

periodo de cuarentena fueron sometidas a un tratamiento contra la Clamidiosis Aviar

segun lo dispuesto en c6digo Sanitario para los Animales Terrestres de OMSA.

Requisitos Relacionados con el C61era Aviar

En la certificaci6n debera constar que las aves proceden de Establecimientos en los

cuales no se ha presentado el C6Iera Aviar.
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Requisitos Relacionados con la Micoplasmisis Aviar 

En la certificaci6n debera contar que: 

1. Las aves proceden de una explotaci6n que no ha tenido cases de micoplasmosis

aviar (Micoplasma gallisepticum) en los ultimos 6 meses.

2. Las aves que se lmportan fueron sometidas a cuarentena los treinta (30) dfas

anteriores del embarque y resultaron negativas a dos (2) pruebas de diagn6sticos

para la detecci6n de la Micoplasmosis Aviar (Micoplasma gallisepticum) efectuadas

al principio y al final de ese periodo.

Requisitos Relacionados con la Fiebre del Nilo Occidental 

a) Desde la eclosi6n o durante al menos 30 dfas antes del envi6, las aves se

mantuvieron en una instalaci6n que no ha tenido cases de Virus del Nilo Occidental

(VNO) en aves residentes en los ultimos 6 meses, o;

b) Las aves permanecieron durante al menos 15 dfas antes del envio en una instalaci6n

protegida contra vectores que no habia cases de VNO en los ultimos 6 meses.
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
