For over a century, a dedicated group of mounted patrol inspectors—known
informally as Tick Riders—has patrolled the southern U.S. border. Their mission:
protect U.S. cattle from the cattle fever tick, a parasite that causes severe blood
loss, weakness, and can transmit deadly diseases like babesiosis and anaplasmosis.
